	Course: OER for Engineers	
Title: Introduction to OERs 

	Dates: March 19, 23 and 26, 2018 

	Bridge and Hook: 
Lesson 1
Ask participants if they know about MOOCs, and what MOOCs are. 
Suggest that there are free resources that can make the course development process easier
Lesson 2
Ask participants what Copyright – All rights reserved means
Ask participants what they would do with resources that are free to use, remix, and distribute
Lesson 3
Ask participants if they know where to look for OER
Indicate that teamwork can reduce the time it takes to search through lists of OER search results

	Post-Assessment:
Lesson 1
Ask participants to explain what OER and CC licenses are
Lesson 2
Have students collaboratively complete a matching game, where they match CC license symbols to their attributes
Lesson 3
Ask participants what the challenges were in searching for OER and how they might improve their search techniques in the future.



	Summary/Closure:
Lesson 1
Invite the participants to talk to their colleagues and students about OER and how they might be useful
Lesson 2
Ask the participants to look out for CC licenses on the resources they might use in the coming days
Lesson 3
Ask the participants to describe how they might work with OER in ways that suit their educational methods in the long run
